The Solution

John N Dunn Group was awarded all 4 North East Improvement and Efficiency Partnership (NEIEP) mini competi-
tions for the provision of solar photovoltaic (PV) equipment and associated installation work.    The NEIEP worked in 
conjunction with the North East Purchasing Organisation to establish a regional framework contract and commis-
sioned an initial 13 installations to John N Dunn Group.  

Darlington Town Hall was one of the installations.  The system installed was 9.66kWp with a total of 42 Solar PV 
Panels.

The Brief

Client  Darlington Borough Council

Contract Value £33, 478 

A dedicated contracts manager and on-site supervi-
sor were assigned to the job.  Initially they worked in 
partnership with the council to outline a schedule of 
work to ensure the project was delivered in line with 
their specification and with the least disturbance to 
the building and its residents. 

 The job was completed over a week which included 
the erection and dismantling of the scaffold, the 
installation of the “A-frame” structures and the 
panels. “A- frame” structures bolted to concrete 
plinths on the roof, due to the roof being flat and then 
the panels were mounted.

Health and safety inspections were carried out by our 
in-house health & safety manager to ensure that 
there was no risk to those working on and around the 
site.

The Result
The Solar PV installation will harness the power of the 
sun and generate electricity to the Town Hall during 
daylight hours.  This will allow the building to reduce its 
carbon emissions with an estimated carbon saving of 
4,341kg.  The building will also be reducing its depend-
ence on electricity from the grid allowing the building to 
see an £957 per annum saving on its electricity bill and 
with energy prices expected to rise this is likely to 
increase (saving figure based on paying 0.12p per 
kW).  

The council will also be eligible to receive money from 
the Feed in Tariff (FiT) where the buildings utility 
provider will pay the Town Hall for the energy they 
generate and any surplus energy they export back to 
the grid.  The generation tariff for the Town Hall will be 
around £3016 and the export tariff will be around £120 
(if the export 50% of the electricity produced by the PV 
Panels).
