This automatic control system is also linked to a
wider building management service (BMS) via local
area network to give full control to university building
management staff, allowing adjustments to the
systems settings from a central location should the
need arise, greatly increasing the manageability of
the system as a whole.

Further to this, the efficiency of the system has been
increased by installing thermal heat recovery
systems into the theatres air extraction grilles and
using thermally insulated pipe work ensuring little
heat is lost during circulation.
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
